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(Day 1. We got onto the ship and were greeted by
the crew and all the people that were there
already. The one thing that stood out to me was all
the ropes on the boat and how long it would take
to replace them. We were then shown our beds
and I am not going to lie, they sucked. They were
about 5ft 8 long and most of us were over 6ft so
there was going to be a lot of uncomfortable nights
ahead.

Day 2. We started the morning with a walk up
Tuturangi Hill, to see a memorial for Te Maro, the
first Maori to be killed by Cook’s crew. This was
the first bit of history that [ would learn over the
next few days, in relation to Europeans and Maori.
Going back to the boat, we watched the Endeavour
sail out. We were just staying another day in
harbour. I did an up and over on the rigging which
is always fun, and then I continued to help out up
the new main sail, learning new skills along the
way. That took up most of my day, and the rest of
the time was just bonding and meeting new
people.

Day 3. Today was the day we finally got to see the
3 Waka depart, singing them out with He Honore,
Te Aroha and Tutira Mai. After they left, we pulled
the mooring lines and finally were underway
towards Tologa Bay. The day sailing wasn't that
bad and we saw plenty of dolphins. I think this is
because of the berley trail following us thanks to
the 30 odd kids spewing over the side. We had the
midships, which meant we got to climb the mast
and undo the sails. We spent a few hours at sea,
eventually arriving just past Tologa Bay as we
weren't to go to Tologa until later in the evening.
So we spent the rest of the day cleaning and
relaxing on deck. Later that evening, we moved the
ship to Tologa Bay, and my watch had night watch,
which was uneventful.

Day 4. Today was the day of the first powhiri. We
had an early wake up, which people weren't too
keen on. Then we got the rafts over the edge and
paddled into Tologa Bay and beached the rafts,
which took us a couple of hours to get to. The
powhiri itself was an amazing experience. My
favourite part would have been the two little kids
who did the heartiest haka. Afterwards we had a
40-minute walk/run to the marae for a feed, most
of which we spent running around hills being

of the hill as well. After the feed we made our way
back to the boat, expecting to stay there for the
night. But a storm was going to be hitting so we
had to leave a day early, and that night sailed from
Spm till 12pm the next day to Tauranga.
Thankfully we got to sleep and the crew did all the
work for us.

Day 5. I woke up, after having the best sleep. It's
something about a rocking boat that just makes it
so easy to sleep. We woke up to a beautiful sunrise
and White Island, a few hours out from Tauranga,
so we spent the morning sailing, and managing the
sails. Soon, Mount Maunganui came into view and
it was a beautiful sight. After we were harboured
safely in Tauranga, we went for a walk to Pilots
Bay for some team activities and a swim, and that
summed up our day.

Day 6. Today was the day we tackled the Mount. It
was an amazing climb, made even better by the
fact that it was raining. It sucked that me, Josh and
Joel kept getting told to stop and wait up, and
eventually we got sent to the back of the group,
where we ended up running back to the front and
making it first up the mountain anyway. The sight
from the top definitely made the climb worth it,
and we were literally in a cloud on top of the
mountain, so it was nice and cool. We just chilled
and relaxed up there for about half an hour, after
which it was time to go back down. We ran the
whole way down, and surprisingly didn't fall at all.
